So what do you do? If you only use a single tool -- e-mail being the likely one -- you will

miss 15 of your 50 targets, or 30%. That guarantees your attendees will be older, and

you will miss the perspectives that you are desperate to hear.

Okay, |l et’s deal with it.

First, tell your congregation that you are going to use multiple electronic methods to

communicate, and each person can name their preferred method. Set up a data system

for storing that preference, and be sure to honor it. Announce this several times.

Second, refer people to the church web site, where you identify your e-mail address,

Twitter name, Facebook name, and other social media that people are using. (New tools

emerge constantly.) Don’t have such accounts?
Third, in each of the different tools, you will need to set up a list or group to which you

can send a message quickly.

When it is time to send a message, you will need to use each of these tools. It will take a

few minutes |l onger, but you’ll reach mor e
longer than 140 characters.

As for text-messaging, | suggest you ask the teenagers if you could communicate with

them that way. And then be glad to use it. Yes, it takes longer, but they will have opened

an important door for you.
